Expressive Arts and Design  
The development of children’s artistic and cultural awareness supports their imagination and creativity. It is important that children have regular 

opportunities to engage with the arts, enabling them to explore and play with a wide range of media and materials. The quality and variety of what 

children see, hear and participate in is crucial for developing their understanding, self-expression, vocabulary and ability to communicate through 

the arts. The frequency, repetition and depth of their experiences are fundamental to their progress in interpreting and appreciating what they hear, 

respond to and observe. 

Prior Learning (Development Matters 3-4)  
 Take part in simple pretend play, using an object to represent something else even though they are not similar.  

 Begin to develop complex stories using small world equipment like animals sets, dolls and doll houses etc.  

 Make imaginative and complex small worlds with blocks and construction kits, such as a city with different building and a part.  

 Explore different material freely, to develop their ideas about how to use them and what to make.  

 Develop their own ideas and then decide which materials to use to express them.  

 Join different materials and explore different textures.  

 Create closed shapes with continuous lines and begin to use these shapes to represent objects.  

 Draw with increasing complexity and detail, such as representing a face with a circle and including details.  

 Use drawing to represent ideas like movement or loud noises.  

 Show different emotions in their drawing.  

 Explore colour and colour mixing.  

 Listen with increased attention to sounds.  

 Respond to what they have heard, expressing their thoughts and feelings.  

 Remember and sing entire songs.  

 Sing the pitch of a tone sung by another person.  

 Sing the melodic shape of familiar sounds.  

 Create their own sounds or improvise a song around one they know.  

 Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas.

They should work in a range of context [for example, the home and school, gardens and playgrounds, the local 
community, industry and the wider environment.  

Design 

• Design purposeful, functional, appealing products for themselves and other users based on design criteria.  
• Generate, develop, model and communicate their ideas through talking, drawing, templates, mock-ups and, where appropriate, information 

and communication technology. 

Make 

• Select from and use a range of tools and equipment to perform practical tasks (for example, cutting, shaping, joining and finishing).  
• Select from and use a wide variety of materials and components, including construction materials, textiles and ingredients, according to their 

characteristics.  

Evaluate 

• Explore and evaluate a range of existing products.  
• Evaluate their ideas and products against design criteria.  

Technical Knowledge 

• Build structures, exploring how they can be made stronger, stiffer and more stable.  
• Explore and use mechanisms (for example, levers, sliders, wheels and axles) in their products.  

Cooking and Nutrition  

• Use the basic principles of a healthy and varied diet.  
• Understand where food comes from 

Music  

• Use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes.  
• Play tuned and unturned instruments musically.
