Year 6 National Curriculum statements - Reading
comprehension

Maintain positive attitudes to reading and understanding of what they read hy:

S: summarising the main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph, identifying key details that support the main ideas

V/I: discuss .and ev.aluate how authors use language, incuding figurative language, considering the impact on the reader

E: distinguish hetween statements of fact and .opinion
R: retrieve, record .and present information from .non-fiction

E: participate in discussions ahout hooks that are read to them .and those they can read for themselves, huilding on their own .and others’ ideos

and challenging wviews .courteously
E: prowvide reasoned justifications for their views.

Activities to support reading

o Model structures for answering questions. Ensuwre a full answer is modelled - 3 Mark Qs

o Continue to develop ~vocabulary using word studies, .matching .activities, deletion, vocahulary trocking etc
o Ask children to justify their responses to questions

o Create comparison grids between different texts .or text types

o Create Venn diagrams to demonstrate similarities and differences between plots, characters, settings etc
o Change part of a text from fiction to non-fiction and ~vice versa

o Fully develop skimming .and scanning techniques to find information faster

o Swmmarise each of the main characters

o Swmmarise a paragroph, text or story

o Make predictions - model using evidence from the text to support their ideas
