Including: Knowing what percent means, knowing what fraction means, 

simplifying fractions, ordering and comparing fractions, multiplying deci-

mals by integers, dividing decimals by integers, using division to solve 

problems, understanding decimals as fractions, and converting fractions 

to decimals.
